n the past month, I officiated at three funerals. Each one 
shared the immense loss of the families and the finality of 
death. Our beloved Dr. Harold Round passed away at the 

age of 97. He was a gentle scholar who embraced our Temple 
with his wit, wisdom and strength. His reading of the Haftorahs 
and Megillah were like listening to a great storyteller. He will 
certainly be remembered by all who were present during these 
special times.  
 
The second funeral I officiated was by far the hardest. I want to 
thank everyone for their calls and cards of support as my 
father, Seymour Wolfman, passed away on December 18th at 
the age of 84. He did not want to leave us as the snow storm 
we had to travel through to bury him symbolized. Chanting the 
Al Moley Rachamim prayer over his soul was deeply 
meaningful for me and for my family. He loved people and I 
have tried to model my life after this loving attitude. My father 
passed away on my wife's birthday. Having his yartzeit on the 
same day as this beginning will help me understand the cycle 
and the journey of life. 
 
The third funeral was for Boris Chapnitsky who was not a 
member of our congregation. He was a long- time teacher in 
the Menasha schools who was a long time member of Moses 
Montefiore Synagogue. His side of the family wanted a Jewish 
funeral and his wife's side was not Jewish. What was striking 
to me was the universality of death and that our religious 
traditions brought meaning and solace to all the members of 
his family. What was hard for me at this funeral was the 
attendance of Herb Friedman from Kaukauna. Herb attends 
High Holy Day services with us each year at B'nai Israel and 
looks just like my father. Seeing him there 8 days after my 
father passed was like seeing a ghost. It helped bring my 
father's death into more of a reality. 
 
These funerals emphasize the importance of memory and 
need for supportive friends and family. The deaths also help 
me to celebrate even more the beginnings. Phyllis and Mark 
Dintenfass just heard the joyous news of another grandchild. 
Two of our member families recently announced they were 

expecting another child. My step-daughter just announced she 
was pregnant and our first grandchild was to be born in July.  
 
A poem by Alvin Fine that I read at every funeral helps us to 
remember that life is a journey. One part goes like this: 
 
"Birth is a beginning, 
And death a destination; 
But life is a journey, 
A sacred pilgrimage 
Made stage by stage- 
From Birth to Death 
To life everlasting." 
Let us treasure each moment of our lives during this sacred 
pilgrimage we call life…”

s the secular New Year winds down, I bid 2008 a 
whole-and-hearty “good riddance.” Anyone who’s 
looked at their 401(k) — now a 201(k) — or, perhaps, 

their college savings plan and not dry-heaved just a little 
hasn’t been paying attention. 
 
Folks, it’s uuuugly out there right now. 
 
Your property value stinks. Your 
pension plan might last if you work into 
your mid 80s. Indeed, putting a bag of 
cash stuck under your mattress actually seems like a 
feasible savings plan. 
 
In the midst of all this financial gloom and doom, however, 
there IS one investment that will not only let you down, it will 
— in point of fact — let you down AND lift you up as well.  
Having completed the first phase of our synagogue 
renovations (upgraded downstairs bathrooms offering 
wheelchair accessibility), the Congregation B’nai Board of 
Trustees now hopes to initiate the second phase of capital 
improvements, which will install an elevator-like lift system 
into our building. 
 
That structural change to our synagogue will allow us to 
provide complete-and-easy access to all three floors for both 
the circumstances we can predict (Yes, let’s just put it out 
there: We’re all getting older), but also the unforeseen (i.e. a 
broken leg here, a hip replacement there, etc.) To be sure, 
this is not a course of action that any of the board members 
has entered into on a whim or a fancy. Indeed, our 
discussions (at times, “lively” discussions) on this specific 
project have been ongoing for the better part of 18 months. 
At the core of this effort, let me reassure you that we have 
been — and will continue to be — good stewards of our 
members’ dues dollars and donations.  Despite the turbulent 
national economy — in fact, because of it — we feel that 
2009 will represent the proper juncture to finally pull the 
trigger on this project. Here’s why: 
 
A BIGGER BANG FOR OUR BUCK: Businesses are hungry 
for decent projects. We enter into the bid process with a far 
stronger negotiating hand than we might have just a year 
ago. The fact is, contractors, subcontractors, ad infinitum are 
hungry for business and our dollar will go further in this 
market climate than we could have foreseen a few months 
ago.  Now is the right time to act. 
 
 
 

A SOLID ROI: After meeting with the synagogue’s finance 
committee, it is painfully apparent that there are no “magic 
bullets” out there, investment wise. These uncertain financial 
times leave few avenues to the healthy financial returns 
we’ve grown accustomed to in recent years. This discussion 
reaffirmed that there is, indeed, one investment vehicle 
available that I have 100 percent faith in — ourselves. The 
ROI (return on investment) in the Phase II capital 
improvement project is fundamentally self-evident: It will 
bolster our long-term property value at a critical juncture in 
our history. 
 
NOT EVERYTHING IS ABOUT $$$: This investment is 
more than just about dollars and cents. Pick your catch 
phrase: “moral imperative,” “social responsibility,” “guiding 
principle” … at the core, the board members felt that making 
this improvement was simply the right thing to do. Off the top 
of my head, I can’t tell you many good reasons why any 
synagogue would seek to exclude any individual who wants 
to engage in our religious or social culture. I can tell you with 
100 percent certainty that limiting one’s participation in their 
Jewish life due to a physical limitation is a concept that I, and 
others, simply will not abide. 
 
The synagogue lift will not come cheap nor easy. It will 
represent one of the most significant investments we make 
in our synagogue during its 60-year history. It is, however, a 
landmark undertaking that declares to our community, and to 
one another, that Judaism in northeast Wisconsin is here to 
stay, now, tomorrow and decades down the road. As such, it 
will require your contributions. 
 
Fund-raising will continue for many years, I believe, to help 
underwrite the construction costs. If you can’t afford a grand 
gesture, consider making several small ones spread over a 
longer period of time. If you can afford the grand gesture, I’m 
wholeheartedly convinced that THIS is the right investment 
and the right time to create a legacy donation. 
The richest irony, of course, is that this capital improvement 
will allow us to — literally as well as figuratively — lift each 
other up. 
 
If you can find a better investment than that, you know where 
to find me …

ike so many things in this world, until it touches our own 
lives, we may be unaware of how deeply tragic the 
death of a baby can be. Perinatal hospice supports 

families from diagnosis when the grief journey begins, 
through birth and after delivery. 
 
The United States’ infant mortality rate is 6.8 infants per 
1,000 births. According to researchers 1.3% of pregnancies 
end in stillbirth or death within one year. The leading causes 
of death are congenital malformations or lethal fetal 
anomalies, low birth weight and sudden infant death 
syndrome.  The March of Dimes ranks Wisconsin 12th 
highest in the nation for premature births. 
Stillbirth and infant death are no longer shrouded in silence 
when palliative care for the unborn is made available to 
parents facing the loss of a baby between 14 weeks post-
conception and 1 month of age. Hospitals are developing 
planned hospice programs with specific treatment plans, a 
trained treatment team and the materials needed to 
implement the program.   

While web sites have sprung up offering to sell items helpful 
to parents during the grieving process, we provide all items 
at no cost to hospitals. Hospice nurses, with their knowledge 
of the family and the individual situation, select appropriate 
items and offer them as part of their treatment plan. 
The inter-faith response to miscarriage, stillbirth and prenatal 
terminal diagnoses conducts volunteer work days where 
quilters and scrapbookers can put their talents together to 
make the items hospitals most need. Tiny specialized quilts 
for the infant, hats, and some garments are needed. The 
tinniest hats must be knit or crocheted. The family will 
usually go home with empty arms but the provision of a 
Memory Box to preserve the precious memories of the little 
one’s life provides imagery to aid in the healing process. 
A Memory Box will usually hold the quilt, hat, hospital 
bracelet, a name certificate, a card for a lock of hair or 
fingernail clippings, ultrasound pictures, a book for journaling 
and a camera so appropriate family pictures may be taken. 
Nurses may make plaster molds of hands or feet. 
Our contribution helps recognize, affirm and honor the life of 
a child, no matter how brief.  And we assist parents 
experiencing the bitter-sweetness of their baby’s birth and 
too-soon departure

Book Review 
From Michele Missner 

 
The Girl from Foreign: A search for 
shipwrecked ancestors, forgotten 
histories, and a sense of home by 
Sadia Shepard, Penguin Press, 
c2008. 364p. 
 
Sadia Shepard was a Fulbright 

Scholar to India in 2001 and her thesis was to 
look for her grandmother’s roots and her own 
roots as well.  Shepard grew up in the Boston 
area in a home with a Christian father, a Muslim 
mother, and Jewish/Muslim grandmother.  Rachel 
Jacobs/Rahat Siddiqi was born to Jewish parents 
who were part of the Bene Israel Jewish 
community in India, and became the third wife of 
one of her father’s business partners in secret 
when she was 19. 
 
The old story is that a ship of Jews shipwrecked 
off the coast of India which established a Jewish 
community in India.  Nana, Shepard’s 
grandmother, passed away 15 months before her 
Fulbright began and as Nana failed, she asked 
Shepard to return to India and look for her Bene 
Israel roots.  
 
Shepard begins her research in Bombay (where 
she is referred to as “The girl from foreign”) and 
Pune, India, leading her to the small towns where 
vestiges of what was a thriving Jewish community 
remain.  Most Indian Jews have immigrated to 
Israel and many who still remain still plan to leave 
India.  She meets many people, including her 
grandmother’s brother and his family, who fill in 
her grandmother’s biography.  When India was 
partitioned, her grandmother, because she had 
become a Muslim for her marriage, was forced to 
move to Karachi, Pakistan to a large home with 
her husband’s other two wives and their families.  
Shepard sees many of her relatives there and 
finds that she is able to use a key that she has 
from her grandmother which reveals more about 
her grandmother’s life. 
 
I found this book very fascinating and engaging 
and highly recommend it.
